	Teachers and staff are now fully trained on REAL PE which builds skills throughout KS1 giving a focus for each lesson.  This gives a clear focus and teachers are commitment is established to improve the quality of existing PE teaching through continuing professional development in PE.  All primary pupils improve their health, skills and physical literacy, and have exposure to a broader range of activities. A needs-led staff development plan is established including provision of relevant externally provided training, supporting resources and teaching aids. An evidenced increase in staff confidence and positive perception has led to an
increase in quality of learning and teaching, with individual staff taking greater  responsibility for their own future development.

Findings - 
Teachers have continued to teach P.E using the REAL PE scheme. They are now confident in using this and adapting any of these for the needs of their children

Monitoring July 2025
Teachers – we feel more confident in the teaching of PE.  

Pupil interviews – children were asked about their P.E learning and experience. 
Overall children comment: 
Children love PE lessons and understand that it is an important subject to learn. They said they found it challenging in a good way. They all knew how to stay safe in these lessons and felt supported in their learning. They knew exercise was good for their bodies.”  

Lesson Observations: 
Real P.E lessons were observed across the school. 
General comment 
Teachers are using the videos to effectively model the skills to the children.  They are also modeling these physically to the children.  They do mini pauses to highlight any children who are performing skills well to show the other children.  

Children were engaged in the lessons and understood the learning that they were being asked to do.  Children where performing the skills well and teacher were giving live feedback.

Assessments
Assessments were used to identify children’s starting points. This aided teachers lessons. Good progress was being made across the school. Teachers were then planning for this. 


Staff Feedback 
All teaching staff were using Real P.E. Information from a staff questionnaire found that teachers were still enjoying using the Real P.E scheme of work.  New teachers would like some CPD in the scheme of work to more effectively use it in lessons.
